Tradice odborného vzdélavani v oblasti rybaFeni a rybarstvi

Vzdélavani v oblasti rybafeni, rybaistvi a celkové ryb jako takovych ma na izemi dne$ni Ceské
republiky nékolikasetletou tradici.

Ryby byly nejprve chapany pouze jako divoka zvifata ve volnych vodach, ktera bylo mozné
lovit a nasledn¢ konzumovat. Od 11. stoleti vSak klastery zapocaly se samotnym chovem ryb. Tim
zaroven doslo 1 k prvnim studiim a poznatklim v celkové problematice naSich ryb.

Prilomem v této oblasti vzdélavani byla poté odborna ¢innost rybnikatrskych velikant, jako byl
napi. Jan Dubravius nebo Josef Susta, kteii dokazali své poznatky sepsat a vydat v ucelenych knihach.
Ceské rybaistvi se tak zacalo stivat profesionalnim a zagalo vyzadovat odborniky i profesiondly na
veskeré aspekty u ryb.

Tato potfeba odbornikii postupem let vedla az k zalozeni nékolika stfednich, vysSich i
vysokych Skol a Vyzkumného tstavu rybarského a hydrobiologického, které se spole¢né specializuji
na ptipravu novych profesionald.

Dnesni odborné vzdélavani tak novym rybaiim nabizi moznosti od odborného vyuceni az po
prakticky nejvyssi akademické tituly.

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Abstract
Tradition of vocational training in fishing and fishery

Education in the area of angling, fishing and fish has century-long tradition in the territory of
today's Czech Republic.

The fish were first understood only as wild animals in free waters that could be caught and then
consumed. However, from the 11th century the monasteries began with fish farming. This also led to
the first studies and findings in the overall issue of our fish.

The breakthrough in this field of education was the professional activity of our famous pond
buiders such as Jan Dubravius or Josef Susta, who were able to write their findings and publish them
in comprehensive books. Czech fishery became professional and started to require experts and
professionals on all aspects of fish.

This need of professionals has led to the establishment of several secondary schools, colleges
and universities and the Research Institute of Fishery and Hydrobiology, which specialize in the
preparation of new professionals.

Therefore today's vocational training offers opportunities to new fishermen from vocational
training to the highest academic degrees.
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
